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Demograficky vyvoj v transformujucich sa postsocialistickych
krajinach je Zivou témou viac odbornych debat uZ viac ako dve
desiatky rokov. Zda sa, Ze témy spojené s ubytkom obyvatel-
stva, migraciou a najma populaénym starnutim, sa uz definitiv-
ne ,,zakorenili“ aj vo verejnom a politickom diskurze, a demo-
grafia sa dokonca viac ¢i menej explicitne objavuje aj vo
volebnych programoch politickych stran pred parlamentnymi
volbami. Nedd sa povedat, ze by pred rokom 1989 populacné
otazky a populacné politiky neboli témou (Specidlne v krajinach
byvalého vychodného bloku), avsak razancia demografickych
zmien po roku 1989 akceleruje demograficky vyskum
v nebyvalejmiere.

Predkladany Demograficky atlas Slovenskej republiky reflektu-
je aktudlnost demografickych a populaéno-geografickych tém,
a nadvazuje na pomerne bohatu atlasovu tvorbu na Slovensku
respektive v byvalom Ceskoslovensku. Komplexny Atlas
obyvatelstva Slovenska vznikol v roku 2006, teda pred 6smimi
rokmi. Demograficky vyvoj odvtedy presiel viacerymi viac i
menej o¢akavanymi zmenami. Pribudli vysledky popula¢ného
cenzu z roku 2011. Aktualizacia demografickych udajov bola
sice velmi dolezitym, avsak nie jedinym impulzom pre vznik
nového uceleného diela. Tak ako samotné demografické
zmeny, vyvijaju sa aj demografické vyskumy, pribddaju nové
metddy a uhly pohladu na oblast demografického vyvoja.
Predkladany atlas sa snaZi reflektovat tuto skutocnost. Prinasa
niektoré nové pristupy, prezentuje vysledky niektorych novo
aplikovanych metéd demografickej analyzy, a to aj v regional-
nom a lokdlnom priemete. Viaceré prezentované mapové a
grafové vystupy idd skor viac do hibky a podstaty demografic-
inych vednych disciplin.

Demograficky atlas Slovenskej republiky sa uZ nevracia a
nemapuje obdobie pred rokom 1989, ktorému sa venovalo
mnoho odbornych Stadii vratane uz spomenutého Atlasu
obyvatelstva Slovenska. Namiesto toho sa snazi o ¢o naj-
podrobnejsie hodnotenie poslednych dvoch dekad demogra-
fického vyvoja. VyuZiva metddu &asovej komparacie troch
prierezov pri cenzalnych Udajoch (1991, 2001, 2011), resp.
viacro¢nych priemerov pri demografickych procesoch, a takto
mapuje celé obdobie od osamostatnenia Slovenskej republiky
vroku 1993.

Autori z Katedry humannej geografie a demografie
Prirodovedeckej fakulty a Vyskumného demografického centra
vyuzili Siroku zakladfiu predchddzajucich vyskumov a zurocili
mnohoro¢nu spolupracu obidvoch pracovisk.

Uvod / Introduction

The demographic trends observable in transitive post-socialist
societies have been one of the key issues of scientific disputes
for more than two decades. The topics related to population
shrinking, migrations and population ageing have enrooted
deeply in the public and political discourse and demography
has explicitly become a component present in item lists of
political bodies within each pre-election period. The
population trends and issues and population politics were a
matter of discussion even before 1989 (especially in the former
east-bloc countries), however, the intensity of demographic
changes after 1989 has surely accelerated the demographic
research capacities to a scale unseen before.

The presented Demographic Atlas of the Slovak Republic
reflects recent demographic and demogeographic topics and
represents a continuity in intensive atlas publishing in Slovakia
and in former Czechoslovakia. A complex Population Atlas of
Slovakia wasissuedin 2006, i. e. eight years ago. Since then, the
demographic trends have undergone several more or less
expected oscillations. The fresh 2011 Census brought new
data. Update of the demographic database was important but
not the only motivation to introduce a new publication. The
demographic changes are accompanied by new research
approaches and new perspectives on demographic processes.
The presented Atlas represents all our efforts to reflect the
above-mentioned facts. It shows a few new approaches,
results of some newly-applied methods of a demographic
analysis, including both regional and local scales. Rather than
using too wide and interdisciplinary approaches, some of the
maps and figures presented here show the depth and sub-
stance of elementary demographic processes.

The Demographic Atlas of the Slovak Republic no more looks
back to the period before 1989, which has already been
revealed by numerous studies including the above mentioned
Population Atlas of Slovakia. Instead of that, the new Atlas
brings very detailed analyses of the recent two decades of
demographic processes. Our effort was to use the method of
temporal comparison of three successive population censuses
(1991, 2001, 2011) or multiple-year averages in case of
demographic processes to map the whole period of the
independent Slovak Republic after former Czechoslovakia's
dissolution in 1993. Authors from both institutes, the
Department of Human Geography and Demography, Faculty of
Natural Sciences, Comenius University in Bratislava as well as
the Demographic Research Centre made their best to use the
extensive basis of former partial research projects and benefit
fromthe long-term mutual cooperation of both teams.
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
